	General Business

	
	PDRP
Fenella outlined that there is now a working group established with NMDHB and the plan is to have updates made to the current system used within secondary (based on recommendations tabled at last meeting) but to include language that was more generic and would fit equally well in a primary health care setting.  Anticipated roll-out to primary would be in August 2010.

Discussion around linking how to motivate nurses to complete PDRP process where salary incentives are not always linked for nurses working in Primary Health Care who are not on PHC MECA.  This is discouraging.  Discussion around whether our group should write a letter outlining alarm at disparities between primary and secondary settings, especially in light of the moves to have more work traditionally done in secondary  occurring in primary.  It needs to be worth nurses while to consider the shift. 
He Oranga Best Practice Policy

Fenella shared hard copy drafts of He Oranga Best Practice Policy document prepared by Luke Katu.  General discussion around purpose of document (familiarizing and giving guidance to  those working in Primary Health Care settings as to how to respond appropriately when working with Maori whanau)  Agreement that this was very useful.  Acknowledgement that both Maori Health Nurses were not present at the meeting, and it was important to include them in discussions.

Other comments:

· What is possible in a 15 minute consult ?
· Is a pakeha person who is secular the appropriate person to initiate a karakia  - how should this be managed

· How does one manage working with Maori who choose not to acknowledge their Maoridom

	Guest Speaker
Nano Tunnicliffe Chairperson, NZNO
	Fenella welcomed Nano to group and members introduced themselves and where they were working.

Nano went on to outline some of the issues before nurses from an NZNO perpective:
· Since EOIs for Better Sooner More Convenient submitted, view is that nurses have lost traction

· Nursing Leadership is not valued and nurses remain “one of the doers” rather than being at the point of decision making

· Doctors continue to own businesses, and very few nurses have taken this step

· Nurses need to become critical thinkers – this will foster respect and collaboration

· Why are nurses’ voices still not being heard ?

· New National Health Board – nursing representation poor considering the makeup of the health workforce

· Disparities in CTA funding between what is allocated to nurses and doctors.

· Disparities between Primary and Secondary salaries for nurses.   An issue when considering the move from secondary to primary.

· Recognition of Tertiary Study

· Pay parity for those working in Iwi Health settings.
