	Item 4:  Education for PHC Nurses in 2010

	
	· Fenella outlined three-fold proposal from NBPH which is currently before NMDHB  which suggests options for allocating resource to the following areas:

· Research into PHC Nurses of Nelson Tasman educational needs
· Professional Development/Scholarship Fund 

· Nursing Leadership training

· Discussion around what the Research project needed to look at.  Fenella had sent a document to members prior to meeting for discussion.  Group would like to see further focus on barriers to education, how education is to be delivered plus a look at where nurses see the future of PHC nursing and how we might get ready for that now.  Semantic differences between “competencies” and “core skills” discussed.  
· Lisa Turner mentioned that there may be some delay around accessing the funding in the short-term, and a contingency plan may be needed in the mean time.  All agreed that this research needs to occur asap.

· See conflict of interest register
· Joint sessions – some sessions apply to nurses across the PHC continuum – ie wound care etc.  Would be good to share this information to prevent double ups in training.

· Pros and cons of PG Study and Graduate Level Study.  Jill outlined recent discussion with Christine Andrews (MOH) around provision of Level 7 papers.  Group felt there was an advantage to cater for all nursing needs.  Felt that an intermediate step would meet the needs of those “testing the water” as well as cater for those who would never aspire or cope with Level 8 papers.  Fenella mentioned that Christine Andrews had been invited to next meeting in October.
· Discussion around future plans between NMIT and NBPH around delivery of “short awards” which  could contribute towards Certificate of Nursing.  
· NETP – discussion around General Practice accessing this once funding for supernumerary staff-member potentially removed in future.  Work needs to be done around encouraging organisations to consider employing a new grad and/or building it into their FTE

	Andrew Dobbs gave presentation on the Expressions of Interest document – outlining direction of National-led government and their desire to see more coordinated services and rationalization of PHO’s who have enrolled populations of under 40 000.  (Rural PHO’s are different).  NBPH currently underway with this process to show how we would deliver the Government’s priority intention for a more personalized primary health care system that provides services closer to home, makes Kiwis healthier and reduces pressure on hospitals.

Time pressure to have this completed – 14th October 2009.  Proposals ideally would be done in conjunction with local DHB’s but this is not a requirement.
